Devonport Church of Christõs Generations Camp is 

an opportunity for our Childrenõs and Youth 

Ministries (Boyzone, Girlzone, Ignite Kids, Ignite 

Youth Junior and Senior) to go away together at the 

end of Term 3 for a great weekend!
